Australian Country), Joe McDevitt (NSW U17’s & City U19’s camp), Jackson Stewart (NSW Country 
U16’s camp), and Emerging Blues Thomas O’Brien, Tylar Edwards, Ben Chapman, Kyle Brockley, 
David Saul, Jacob Murphy, Joel Moore & Daniel Constable. Corbin Brown was selected for the 
School Sport Australia Under 16’s to play the West Indies. 
 
This year also saw the inaugural BaiMed North vs South Challenge, which is designed to allow the 
selectors a good look at everyone vying for selection in the U21 & Senior Representative sides.

U13 Illawarra Squad – 09/10 Season 
 
Our Dev. Squad training started late June and ran once a fortnight till the start of the season, focusing 
on the basics of the game. I spent a lot of time working on the fielding aspect of the game also, which 
seemed to pay off at different points throughout the season. 
 
I feel that not only did the final 12 players improve their game, but also those is the squad who didn't 
make it improved their cricket (just done a quick search of MyCricket), which is pleasing. 
 
Overall, there is still a long way for these guys to go. There are some talented individuals, and 
if/when they start to play as a team should win some games of cricket. 
 
Round 1 vs North Shore 
This game was washed out after 15 overs. We had won the toss and decided to bat. When we came 
off we were 0 for 34, a slow start that i know we would've built on and made a good total. I felt this 
was a game we could've won, had it gone the distance. 
 
Round 2 vs Blacktown 
Made 8 for 143 off the 50 overs, which in the end was well short. Jacob Murphy made 68. Blacktown 
chased them down in 38 overs, and 6 wickets in hand. Although we did not bowl at our best, we were 
beaten by a much better side on the day. Phil Astill standing out with the ball taking 2 for 20 off 8 
overs 
 
Round 3 vs Camden

Dalton Park October 29 for the long 8-9 hour journey to the NSW Victorian border country; Barooga. 
Apart from an untimely tire blow our 40 minutes from our destination and a flat spare the journey was 
uneventful.  
1st  Game: Illawarra v. Southern Zone 30 November 2009 
Illawarra won the toss and elected to bat on a hard fast track with a bit of grass on top and a 
lightening outfield. Illawarra found themselves in trouble at 4 for 37 in the 19 over, a partnership 
between Geordie Crawford (31) and Jacob Hand (32) grafted out an Illawarra innings of 121 all out.  
Illawarra bowled and fielded well, but without luck, with Southern Zone chasing down the total 4 down 
in the 23 over, Eric Denhartog was the pick of the bowlers with 2-35 off 7 overs. It was not the start 
the squad wanted however there was a number of positives taken from our performance with the ball 
and in the field for the next game.  
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2nd Game: Illawarra v. Riverina 31 November 2009 
Playing on Barooga Oval No. 1 in perfect conditions of hard fast straw coloured wicket and 
manicured outfield Illawarra won the toss and elected to bat. After a steady start with the bat Illawarra 
were 2 for 48 off 14 overs, Joseph McDevitt came to the crease and hit a controlled and aggressive 
76 from 91 balls sharing a 99 run 3 wicket partnership with James Chappell (30). Some solid hitting 
from Jacob Hand (16 from 12) and Will Lucas (20 from 11) brought Illawarra to a competitive total of 
5 for 209 of the 50 overs.  
The defence of the total did not start well for Illawarra with Riverina moving along at a run a ball. A 
combination of some inconsistent line and length, aggressive batting and fast outfield giving value to 
shots saw Riverina 2 for 83 in the 15 over. This set the tone for the innings; Illawarra took steady 
wickets but were not successful in stemming the run flow. Riverina passed the total of 209 in the 37 
over 5 wickets down. The fielding was a mixed bag, with a combination of brilliance and simple 
errors. Jake Gomboso (2 for 34 off 8) and Jack Daskey (4 for 47 off 9) were the pick of the bowlers. 
Jake also took to 2 good catches with Geordie Crawford taking a speccy in the deep diving forward 
and to the right.  
At the conclusion of the game the boys were given a boost, with the umpires commenting to the 
coaches that the boys conduct and sportsmanship on the field was some of the best they had 
encountered and asked that this be forwarded to the players.  
3rd Game: Illawarra v. Western Zone 
Looking for a win to finish back on Barooga Oval No. 2 Illawarra lost the toss on a good deck and 
Western zone elected to bat. Western again got off to a flyer putting the Illawarra new ball bowlers 
under the pump. Illawarra again struggled with line and length and were caught napping early in the 
field. Western Zone were cruising at 4 for 185 in the 37 over, however Illawarra had a revival fielding 
and bowling out of their skin in the final 13 overs to bundle Western Zone out for 215 on an oval that 
was batting paradise. Illawarra took the last 6 wickets for a total of only 30 runs. All the bowlers 
contributed in the end and the new ball bowlers coming back well in their second spells. The stand 
outs were Aiden Green (3 for 32 off 8.5 over), Jake Gomboso (2 for 26 off 7) and Saxon Wright (2 for 
39 off 10). The piece of fielding that certainly turned the momentum of the game was a run out from 
the boundary from the Captain Mitch Calder.  
Illawarra’s batting started a little slow, but was steady at 2 for 47 in the 20 over. A partnership 
between Mitch Calder (44) and Joseph McDevitt (35) had Illawarra 2 for 114 in the 30 over and well 
on their way to chasing down the total with 2 set batsman hitting the ball well. However, 1 over turned 
the game losing both Mitch Calder and Joseph in the same over. Saxon Wright and Will Lucas 
started to get things on track when attempting to dive in for a quick single Saxon dislocated his 
shoulder and went to Cobram Hospital for investigations and treatment. This took the steam out of 
the chase with wickets falling consistently, Illawarra were eventually dismissed for 161 in the 43 over.  
Illawarra unfortunately had patches of inspired cricket, however this was coupled with periods where 
the team under performed. Overall, the carnival was a good 3 days of cricket, with some great 
individual and team performances. As always the boys from the Illawarra showed grit and ticker 
throughout, never dropping their heads.  
Congratulations must be given to Joseph McDevitt with his selection into the NSW Southern Country 
Squad to encounter the Northern squad in the coming 2 weeks.

The 2009/2010 cricket season began early in Illawarra once again with a training seminar conducted 
on 1st August by Laurie Borg, Darren Goodger and Stephen Poole. Fifteen experienced and aspiring 
umpires from the Illawarra and neighbouring Southern Zones attended and informative sessions were 
conducted on the Laws pertaining to appeals and dismissals, umpiring health and safety issues and 
self assessment. The seminar was very well received by each of the participants and a similar 
seminar is planned for the beginning of next season. 
 

The Preliminary Rounds of the SCG Country Cup began at the end of October and, with all matches 
being played between Illawarra and Southern Zone teams, there was another opportunity for one 
umpire from Illawarra and one umpire from the Southern Zone to be appointed to each match. The 
exchange was again highly successful and all those involved appreciated the chance to officiate with 
new colleagues and to umpire teams from the neighbouring Zone. The Illawarra umpires appointed 
were David Cullen, Neil Findlay, Jeff Gittings, Darren Goodger, Rod Porter, Steve Saye, Mark Simula 
and Denis Veronese. Lake Illawarra (Southern Zone) and University of Wollongong (Illawarra) were 
the two local teams to progress to the SCG Country Cup ¼ Finals. 
 

The traditional Twenty20 match played between the Illawarra and South Coast representative teams 
as a curtain raiser to the cricket season was unfortunately not held. However, on 12th November a 
well supported Twenty20 match was played under lights at North Dalton Park between the Illawarra 
representative team and Bankstown Cricket Club. The umpires for this now annual match were 
Laurie Borg and Neil Findlay. On 21st November, the University of Wollongong conducted a Celebrity 
Twenty20 match to open the newly redeveloped University Oval and to raise funds for cancer 
research. The match was hosted by Adam Gilchrist and featured ex-Australian players Greg 
Campbell, Jason Gillespie, Wayne Holdsworth, Dean Jones and Jimmy Maher, Hawks basketball 
stars Matt Campbell and Glen Saville and St George-Illawarra Rugby league players Ben Craig and 
Wendell Sailor.

During 5th – 8th January, the Bradman Cup under 16 Competition was conducted in Wollongong. A 
strong North Coast team (6/164) convincingly defeated Central North (163) in the Final played at 
North Dalton Park, with the umpires being Denis Veronese and Lachlan Walker (Southern Zone).

Denise umpired NSW under 17 v. Bradman Foundation XI at Bowral in December while Bill 
was appointed to the annual three-day Country Colts v. High Performance Youth XI clash at 
Blacktown in February. Neil travelled to Gosford for the Country Championship Carnival in 
November; umpired NSW under 17 v. Bradman Foundation XI at Bowral in December; umpired in the 
SCG Country Cup Carnival in Orange after Christmas and then travelled to Albury for the Australian 
Country Cricket Championships in January. Finally on 17th January he officiated in the SCG Country 
Cup Final played between Hamilton-Wickham (9/224) and Merewether (10/63) at the Sydney Cricket 
Ground. Together with several other members of the Representative Panel, Neil also accepted an 
invitation to umpire a Sydney 1st Grade match on the October long weekend and then on 23rd 
January, Neil, Bill and Denis each officiated in further Sydney 1st Grade matches.

While his on-field 
contribution has been lost, Wal continues to attend meetings and remains keen to offer the benefit of 
his experience to the other members of the Association. At Cricket Illawarra’s Annual Presentation 
Evening on 16th April he was fittingly awarded the Norm Warren Trophy in recognition of his many 
years of service to cricket in Illawarra. Other to have resigned from the Association this season were 
Michael Edwards and Keith Hales, both because of the demands of other commitments. They too 
have made a valuable contribution to umpiring in Illawarra and they have been missed. 
 

Finally, Jeff Gittings is to be congratulated on having umpired over 300 matches in the Illawarra, a 
feat that was recognised at the NSW Cricket Umpires and Scorers Association Annual Dinner on 10th 
April. The outstanding efforts throughout the season of the office bearers of the Illawarra Cricket 
Umpires Association should also be acknowledged. President, Morgan Prosser, as usual, has been 
the driving force behind the Association while Secretary-Treasurer, Charlie Brockley, has once more 
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done a fine job. In addition, our gratitude is extended to the NSW Cricket Umpires and Scorers 
Association for their continuing support. The genuine on-going interest shown in the Illawarra Cricket 
Umpires’ Association by Laurie Borg and Darren Goodger has been greatly appreciated and it was 
especially pleasing to again have had NSW Cricket Umpires and Scorers Association representation 
at this season’s Annual General Meeting. The Illawarra Cricket Umpires’ Association looks forward to 
continuing these close ties with the NSW Cricket Umpires and Scorers Association for many seasons 
to come.

COUNTRY CRICKET NSW—REPORT FROM ILLAWARRA DELEGATE TO THE COMMITTEE OF 
MANAGEMENT 
 
As you all know this was a unique season for me as your delegate because of my election as 
Chairman. I am proud to represent Cricket Illawarra in this capacity and am aware of the privilege in 
doing so. 
 
The season was as usual busy. All our programs were run successfully however, there is some 
concern over the format of the Colts Carnival. The general view of the Committee is that it should 
return to its normal limited over format next season. The highlight of the representative season was 
the holding of the Commonwealth Bank Australian Country Championships in Albury. The 
Championships included all forms of the game for the first time as well as eight teams for the first 
time. The two new teams were Northern Territory and ACT. Unfortunately New South Wales was 
beaten on a count back by Northern Territory. Whilst it was a magnificent result for Northern Territory 
and the Championships it would be remiss not to say that we felt hard done by. It is impossible to 
mention the Championships without commenting on the outstanding performance of Graeme Batty 
who was named Player of the Championships. The less said about his original omission from the 
team the better. 
 
I would also like to record the Committee’s appreciation to Illawarra for holding the Bradman Cup. It 
was run in a professional manner and was again a great success. To Glyn and the clubs who 
supported him thank you. The winner of the carnival was North Coast and they went on to beat 
Bankstown in the State Challenge. This again emphasizes the strength of country cricket and the 
excellent work done by our coaches. 
 
On the financial side the Association will show a budget surplus. This is due to the hard work of the 
Committee and especially the efforts of John Sullivan (Executive Officer), Bruce Whitehouse 
(Country Cricket Coordinator) and Ray Power (Treasurer). It must be remembered that none of the 
programs could be run without to support of the New South Wales Cricket Board. Not only did they 
provide the Association with a budget to implement and run our operations they also provided each 
zone with a grant of $29,000. This money was not conditional and each zone was able to use it as it 
wished. As well as this the Zone Administrator is supported by an allowance. All country cricketers 
should be appreciative of the support Cricket NSW provides to country cricket. The Sydney Cricket 
and Sportsground Trust also provides $178,000 for the SCG Cup and this allows the biggest regional 
cricket competition to take place. We look forward to the 2010-11 season with optimism and hope 
that the improved financial conditions will allow the return of grants and loans which were previously 
available to country clubs and associations. This however, will not occur in season 2010-11.  
 
As I have said before the pathway through Country Cricket programs allows players in rural and 
regional areas to progress to the elite level of the game. This season country areas provided many 
players to New South Wales and Australian Teams. 
  
Of course I must mention the Ford Ranger Cup match at Nth Dalton Park. Illawarra can be proud of 
the manner in which this match was organized. Gordon Treadwell and all the volunteers deserve 
praise for their efforts. I can assure everyone that Cricket NSW was very pleased with the day. It was 
a day that some of our older administrators had been looking forward to for some time.
