Added Playing Conditions 
 
-Bowling restrictions are as per the requirement for each player’s age under CA 
guidelines 
  
- Each side must bat for a minimum of 25 over's to constitute a match 
  
- A team shall consist of NO more than twelve players where possible 
  
- Eleven fieldsmen only shall be on the field of play at any one time 
  
- One player in each side NOT being the wicket keeper shall NOT be permitted to bat 
  
- One player in each side NOT being the wicket keeper shall NOT be permitted to bowl 
  
- The nominated non batter and non bowler are to be indicated on the team sheet 
  
- Interchange of fieldsmen without restriction is permitted provided no playing time is
